Any figures used in the contributions must be embedded in the text at appropriate places. Papers should be submitted through the Plugfest Presentation Manager (https://www.adlnet.org/apps/presentations/index.aspx) or by e-mail to dingmanr@adlnet.org, no later then January 20, 2005.  Please submit papers as soon as possible to facilitate a timely technical review. 

All submissions will be peer-reviewed on the basis of relevance, originality, significance, clarity and whether actual content is available. All accepted papers will be included in a Special Volume of the IEEE Learning Technology Newsletter (http://lttf.ieee.org/learn_tech/index.html).  The authors of accepted papers will present at the workshop and be required to complete ADL release forms when submitting their final papers. Priority will be given to those respondents who grant permission for their content to reside in and be demonstrated through the ADL Co-Laboratory Network.
